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Abstract

The media in the 21st century represent a dramatic shift from those of the previous century,
as the internet has significantly changed both the functioning of media and their influence on
the public, taking into account the massive impact of social networks and the various sources
people use to obtain information.

Based on the information available and the developments concerning media influence in
the era of globalization-particularly regarding national identity in the Republic of North
Macedonia, where tolerance and conflict are visible and, for part of the population,
unavoidable-the question arises: to what extent do the media influence education and its
preservation?
