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Abstract

This paper explores the origins, structure, and effectiveness of the
League of Nations as the first global attempt to establish a collective
security system after the First World War. Rooted in Woodrow
Wilson’s principles of peaceful dispute resolution and national self-
determination, the League introduced innovative mechanisms such as
arbitration, international legal codification, and specialized agencies
addressing health, labor, and refugee issues. However, limited enfor-
cement power, the absence of major states, internal political divisions,
and restricted operational capacity weakened its ability to prevent
aggression and ultimately failed to stop the outbreak of the Second
World War. Despite its shortcomings, the League laid important insti-
tutional foundations for modern multilateralism and directly influenced
the formation of the United Nations.

Conclusion

The League of Nations represented the first ambitious attempt by
the international community to establish a system of collective security
and institutionalized cooperation after the devastating consequences of
the First World War. Although founded on the idealistic principles of
President Woodrow Wilson, including peaceful dispute resolution,
political equality, and the right to self-determination, the organization
faced significant structural and political limitations from the start. Its
lack of independent mechanisms to enforce decisions, combined with
the absence of major global powers such as the United States and, at
critical moments, the Soviet Union, weakened the League’s effective-
ness and reduced its ability to respond adequately to emerging inter-
national crises.

Nevertheless, the contribution of the League of Nations should not
be underestimated. The organization established important precedents in
the areas of arbitration, human rights, labor standards, humanitarian
issues, and public health. Through these practices, it laid the foundations
for the later establishment of the United Nations system. Although the
League failed to prevent the outbreak of the Second World War and thus
did not achieve its primary mission, its historical experience provides
valuable insight into the challenges of multilateralism and international
security. Its rise and decline remain a crucial lesson for contemporary
efforts aimed at preserving peace, stability, and global cooperation
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
